d . When cleaning entire floor, move
furniture out of area to be cleaned
(may nat be necessary if only high traftic
areas are 1o be cleaned), For furniture
too hoavy o move, place aluminum fail
of wax paper under legs. This will pre-
vent wood finishes from staining carpet.
Pin up furniture skirts and drapearies.

e. Pretreat spots and heavy traffic
areas with HOOVER® PreCleaner*-
Test PreCleaner tor colortastness by first
spraylng it on a hidden area; walt ten
rinutes and blot with white paper towsls
or cloth.

b. If desired, the carpet may be rinsad,
Rinsing is not necessary for cleaning,
but it ray improve the surface's appear-
ance after itis dry.

It rinsing is desired, be careful not 1o
avar-wet the carpet or upholstary,

rinsing. To rinse, follow the same proce-
dure for cleaning only using hot tap
water with no detergent in the upper
clean solution tank,

d. Remove lint from filter screen located
incide recovery tank.
