WARNING: Follow the instructions in this .

* Do not repair or modify the unit unless
specifically recommended in this manual.
All other repairs should be completed by .
a qualified technician.
* The plug for this unit is polarized with
one blade wider than the other. Do not .
force the plug into an electrical outlet.
Do not alter the plug in any way. If the plug .
does not fit into the outlet, reverse the
plug. If it still does not fit, contact a qualified
technician to install a proper outlet. .
* Do not use if the power cord or plug is
damaged or the connection to the wall
outlet is loose.
* Use AC 120V only.
» Do not damage, break, forcefully bend,
pull, twist, bundle, coat, pinch, or place
heavy objects on the power cord.
 Periodically remove dust from the power
plug.

* When air cleaner unit is located in direct
sunlight.

* In areas where fluorescent lighting is
flickering due to worn-out bulbs.

POWER

Use the POWER button to turn the power
on and off. A short "beep" will sound
when you turn the unit on or off. Once
the unit is on, it will automatically switch
into Automatic operation. Turn the unit to
manual control by pressing one of the
FAN CONTROL buttons.

Cleaning

* Do not use volatile fluids
such as benzene, paint thinner, or
scouring powder, as they may damage
the unit surface. Keep the unit dry.

* Clean the wall behind the air outlet
periodically, as it may become dirty.

Filter Replacement

+ The REPLACEMENT FILTER INDICATOR

will illuminate when to replace the True
HEPA Filter. Please note that the carbon
filter needs to be changed every 3 months
or as needed. The replacement period
may vary depending on the hours of use,
air quality, and location of the unit.

» There are two separate filters:
HEPA filter and Carbon Filter.

« Change only True HEPA Filter when
REPLACE FILTER indicator is on.

* Push reset button on inside of unit
after changing filter. See Number 5
instruction on the right of the page

» For best performance, change the
Carbon Filter every three months.

* Do not wash and reuse Carbon
Filter — it will not work effectively.

WARNING: Before replacing or cleaning
any filters, make sure to remove the
power plug from the wall outlet.

NOTE: Do not wash and reuse True HEPA
Filter or Carbon Filter.

5. To reset the filter once a new HEPA filter is installed:

a. Plug the unit back in with the front cover off
b. Turn on the unit
c. Locate the filter reset button on
the display panel
d. Press and hold the filter reset
button for 3-5 seconds. A short beep
will be heard and the light should turn off.
e. Place the front panel back on the unit
and the air cleaner is ready to use

Solutions to Common Problems
Review this list before you call for service. This list covers problems that are not the result
of defective materials or workmanship.

PROBLEM

POSSIBLE SOLUTION

The remote control
does not work.

* Make sure the remote control batteries are inserted correctly.
* Replace worn-out batteries.

The unit leaves smoke
and odors in the air.

* Make sure the sensor is not blocked or clogged.
* Move the unit closer to the offending odors.
* Replace filters as needed.

The unit seems to
produce odors.

* Replace filters as needed.

The Air Quality sensor
light is green, but the
air smells bad.

* Clear the Air Quality sensor with a vacuum cleaner,
as it may be blocked or clogged.

* Compressed air may also be used to blow dust that may be
clogging the sensor.

The Air Quality sensor
light is orange or red,
but the air seems clean.

* Clear the Air Quality sensor with a vacuum cleaner,
as it may be blocked or clogged.

Unit makes a ticking
sound.

* This indicates that the PlasmaWave™ function is working.
If the sound is distracting, turn off this function while you are
in the room using the remote control.

Unit interferes with
radio or television
reception.

* Because this unit radiates radio frequency energy, we suggest
you try one or more of the following:
- For better reception, adjust the television/radio antenna.
- Move the unit away from the affected television/radio.
- Plug the unit power cord into an outlet different from the
television/radio power cord.

The REPLACE FILTER
INDICATOR remains lit
after replacing the True
HEPA filter.

« With the power on, press the FILTER REPLACEMENT
RESET button and hold for 5~10 seconds or until the
light turns off.
